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Update on the Solar Hot Water Panels
As you may all know T’Sou-ke Nation is working on installing solar 
panels around our Community. Along with the Photovoltaic solar pan-
els and the Solar Hot Water Panels on our band hall collecting energy, 
also 25 homes have also received Solar Hot Water Systems through 
Live Smart BC Efficiency Program and other funders. This program 
provides grants for energy assessments and basic energy efficient up-
grades, to improve the energy efficiency of homes and reduce green-
house gas emissions.
Starting in early July, the second phase of homes are going to receive 
Solar Hot Water Systems.

How do the solar panels work?
The heat transfer fluid is heated in the high performance solar collector 
then heat transfer fluid travels down the pipe to the long life storage 
tank, the hot, heat transfer fluid heats the coil in the solar storage tank 
which then the domestic cold water gets preheated when it enters the 
solar storage tank and travels to the existing electric heater. Whenever 
the pump shuts off the water drains form the collector into the drain-
back tank, this ensures the collectors won’t freeze or overheat

Why Solar?
Did you know that hot water uses the second largest amount of energy 
in the average home? After space heating, it represents about 30% of 
total energy use. By installing a solar hot water panel you will reduce 
your heating costs and you will be reducing greenhouse gas emissions. 

A solar water heater can supplement up to 60 per cent of the water 
heating energy needs for a typical family home and over its lifetime a 
solar hot water system easily pays for itself and further provides proof-
ing against a trend of rising energy costs.

All scrapped ve-
hicles and their components are permanently and properly recycled. Keeping an older vehicle on the road may 
be more expensive than you think! Vehicle models 1995 and older emit approximately 19 times more smog.
